ADeC Live! A week of Live Music, Comedy and Film

Described by Channel 4 as ‘one of the best bands in the world right now’, folk legends  Lau kick off a week of great entertainment on Wednesday, 27 October at The Maltings as part of the ADeC live! Autumn/Winter programme. 

Caroline Cawley, Marketing Manager at ADeC said ‘Lau is the sensational trio that brings together three exceptionally talented musicians. Kris Drever (guitar and vocals) from Orkney, Aidan O'Rourke (fiddle) from Oban and Martin Green (accordion). The warmth and excitement they generate has culminated in armfuls of plaudits, including three consecutive years of being crowned 'Best Group' at the BBC Radio Two Folk Awards. Tickets cost £14. 

On Thursday 28 October ADeC brings critically acclaimed singer/songwriter Brian Kennedy to the Brook in Soham. Brian has performed with some of the greatest legends of our time: Van Morrison, Joni Mitchell, Bob Dylan, Ray Charles and others. Having previously recorded with Ronan Keating and John Lee Hooker, Brian gave an inspiring and powerful performance of You Raise Me Up at George Best’s funeral in 2005. Tickets for this intimate gig with cabaret style seating cost £15 show only or £30 for carvery dinner and show tickets. 

Grumpy old man, comic and raconteur Arthur Smith comes to the Maltings on Friday 29 October.  Perhaps best known as a presenter on Radio 4 he’s also an irreverent, hilarious and scandalous broadcaster, playwright and stand-up comic, a veteran of the alternative comedy circuit, and winner of the 2007 Spirit of the Fringe award. Tickets cost £15. 

Halloween sees a screening of Hitchcock’s classic thriller Psycho (15) at Ely Cinema, The Maltings on Sunday 31 October. A welcome re-release of this tale of gruesome murders and sly verbal sparring at the Bates Motel. Tickets cost £6/£5 (£1 discount for Ely Cinema members)’
