Ely’s Summer of Music 2009

Once again ADeC (Arts Development in East Cambridgeshire) are working with ECDC to stage six bandstand concerts throughout July and August in the wonderful setting of Ely’s Jubilee Gardens. On Saturday afternoons from 2 – 4pm the gardens will come to life with music ranging from classical and folk to rock and pop. As with previous years the concerts will be free and there will be something for everyone.

The series starts on Saturday 18th July with prize winning international percussionist Jessica Ryckewaert. Jessica will be performing pieces on the Marimba and Vibraphone; a first for the bandstand and a fantastic example of the variety of music the series offers. On Saturday 25th July it will be the turn of Transformers On The Bandstand, where two of ADeC’s projects  (The Garage Youth Theatre and Fenland Jam) will come together to showcase their work as part of the Cultural Olympiad open weekend. On Saturday 1st August The Riverside Blues Collective make a welcome return to the gardens playing acoustic and electric blues tunes. Saturday 8th August sees a bandstand debut for Parisian Swing, the group provides perfect music for a sunny afternoon, performing swing jazz in the style of Django Reinhardt. On Saturday 15th August it is the turn of the talented eight piece band Redhouse Radio who play semi acoustic music drawing upon folk and soul. Last but by no means least, Ely Sinfonia bring the series to a close on Saturday 22nd August with some delightful classical music.

Nathan Jones from ADeC said: “It’s wonderful to be able to use the bandstand to showcase the variety and wealth of local musical talent in the region. The setting is lovely and as the gardens have become more established we have seen that more and more people are gathering to enjoy some music by the riverside. For a couple of hours every Saturday the events provide a nice focus for all the dog walkers, sunbathers and children in the play park. Bring a picnic and a blanket; hopefully umbrellas will not be required!”
