To become an Arts Award adviser and run this fantastic award with young people you need to successfully complete a one-day course. This course will be held at the Babylon Gallery on Monday 20th June from 10am – 5pm. The course costs £140 which includes lunch and an Arts Award toolkit. To attend you need to at least 18 years of age and have 3 years experience working with young people on a part time basis or 2 years on a full time basis.
