‘The fund opens for applications on 1 December and closes on 31 January 2012, The maximum grant is £500, and there is no minimum limit. The total fund available is £6,000 and is likely to be over-subscribed so we’re encouraging groups to apply for what they need rather than the maximum amount as we want to reach as many people as possible. ADeC is administering the scheme on behalf of East Cambridgeshire District Council, and will be running an information event about the scheme and how to put together an application at the Babylon Gallery in early January 2012.
