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Rapunzel's Shout, an exhibition of artwork by Emily Haysom, artist and firefighter will be launched at the Babylon Gallery on Ely's Riverside on Saturday 7 August from 2-4pm, entry is free and everyone is welcome. The show features contemplative photographs, text, painting, stitching and installation, capturing what it means to be a female firefighter in today’s Service.
Emily has created a personal museum of curiosities showing an individual view of adaptation and development as a female firefighter. It is the culmination of an Arts Council funded residency with Cambridgeshire Fire and Rescue Service, 

Emily first exhibited at the Babylon in 2005 and has since exhibited her work both regionally and nationally in London, at the New Hall Gallery, Cambridge, and Bury St Edmunds Gallery and more locally at The Old Fire Engine House. Emily is a painter and conceptual artist who favours simplicity, low tech methods and word of mouth communication, her artworks are a mixture of contemplation and social documentary. 

Emily said “I wanted to capture something beneath the outward culture and landscape of the fire service, and the human element in an organisation which at its best is a beautiful machine.”
