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Community arts groups benefit from ADeC grants 

Three local groups have recently benefitted from grant awards from ADeC (Arts Development in East Cambridgeshire). The grants, available to groups in East Cambridgeshire, can be used for a range of purposes from small items of art equipment to employing professional artists to run workshops. 
 
Act 4 Kids, a small and enthusiastic group based at the Paradise Centre in Ely hold messy play art sessions for additional needs children in the area. Niki Pitt who organises the group said ‘We’ve used the funding to buying ‘marbling’ and other arts and crafts material for the children to use over the summer holidays. Our sessions use messy play as a vehicle to help the children improve their sensory and social skills as well as giving parents a break.’ 
Other local groups to benefit are the Sutton Feast Committee, helping to promote a series of cultural events in Sutton Church and other village venues. Haddenham Community Play received a grant for ‘Haddenham Sings!’ A project to get as many villagers singing together in harmony, including professional workshops to create a ‘choir for a day’ with an evening putting on a concert with audience participation.
