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Every Town Can Be Full Of Interest 
If You Train Yourself To Find It: Adam Bridgland

The Babylon Gallery is proud to present Adam Bridgland’s first solo show this May.  Adam is the Gallery’s fourth bursary artist since the scheme was set up in 2004. The bursary offers a rare and worthwhile package to new, graduate artists.  Benefiting from an extended period of research, developing his artistic language, Adam will be exhibiting a major portfolio of new work.    


Described as ‘your favourite leisure time artist’ Adam embraces the colouring book image in his work.  Kitsch, humorous and poignant, his work plays with the idea that the holiday is a fantasy that rarely lives up to its expectation. This show will be a mixture of printmaking, printed matter and sculptural works, against a backdrop of archival and found material that celebrates Ely as a tourist centre.


Adam said ‘The exhibition focuses largely on the leisure and tourism trade that has become integral to Ely’s subsistence.   Growing up in the nearby village of Sutton I have seen the area around Ely change dramatically.  The exhibition is very much a tool for understanding my place within the area, finding my artistic voice to comment on the changes and developments in the landscape.’


‘Tourism is now a major financial draw to people living in the city and is a major example of a city in development, as once important themes and lifestyles are transformed by the patterns in modern life.  The history of Ely is a major driving force in developing the city as a major tourist centre.’

Since graduating from the Royal College of Art in 2004, Adam has lived and worked as an artist in London.  He has exhibited widely in the UK, Europe and America.  The V&A, UBS, the BBC and Debbie Harry are just some of the collectors of Adam’s work.
