YPL Young People Littleport Music Rooms 
Exciting news for Littleport musicians. Thanks to a successful funding award from Youth Music, work has begun on converting the upstairs of the YPL (Young People Littleport) building in Granby Street into a multi purpose music facility. 

Working closely with ADeC (Arts Development in East Cambridgeshire) and local community music group Fenland Jam; the first floor of the building will be transformed into rooms for rehearsing, jamming, recording and lessons. It will also create a place where young people can socialise and work towards Arts Award qualifications. The facility will also run sessions open to musicians of all ages and will be available to hire for those wishing to book extra time to rehearse or record.

The core funding for the project is coming to YPL from Youth Music who are the leading UK charity using music to transform the lives of young people by giving them opportunities to discover their creativity and fulfil their potential. 
Youth Music identified Littleport as an area where young people would benefit from having increased musical opportunities. They were impressed by YPL’s commitment to the local community and keen to support centre manager Phil Malkin with his vision of creating a music making space for local people.
Young people will be heavily involved in helping shape the project. One of the lead figures is 18 year old Lorry Spry. Lorry was identified by Youth Music as an ideal person to help with the new facility as he has achieved both Bronze and Silver Arts Awards, Youth Worker training, the V50 volunteering award and is technical advisor to Fenland Jam. 

Lorry said: “Fenland Jam was very popular when we held sessions in Littleport a few years ago so it is great to return. The YPL music rooms will provide a long overdue home for Fenland Jam and I can’t wait for the sessions to start. This is a fantastic opportunity to fulfil my dream of developing a career in music production and technology.”


The space is now being transformed, creating recording and rehearsal rooms, kitchen and toilet facilities and a meeting space. The rooms will be fully soundproofed and kitted out with equipment and instruments for young people to use.
The project is being managed by Nathan Jones of ADeC who said: “Everyone is very excited and we hope to see the space open in the autumn. We would like to encourage as many people as possible from the Littleport community to be involved; either as volunteer staff, musicians or tutors.
