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Session dates for Fen Jam Guitar workshops

Aspiring young guitarists are invited to join seasoned Fenland Jam professionals in a series of Guitar Workshops being held on 4th, 16th and 25th February and on 11th and 25th March from 7.30pm -9pm. The sessions are being held in conjunction with the Garage Youth Club, The Lighthouse, Chapel Street in Ely and cost just £1 per session.


Based in Ely, Fenland Jam provides an opportunity for people of all ages, backgrounds and abilities to come together to make music, socialise and share ideas. Founded by Steve Mingay MBE in 2005 the group has gone from strength to strength and now as well as regular ‘Jam ‘sessions the team also runs regular accessible workshops.


Nathan Jones at ADeC who helps run the sessions said ‘It’s a chance for young people aged 9 – 18yrs to learn new songs, play with other guitarists, learn about songwriting and pick up some good techniques from more experienced players. Come and learn all those Fenland Jam classics so that you can join in at the Jam sessions.‘ 

He continued ‘The team teach, advise and support all the musicians who attend the jams, but the large number of attendees combined with the noise of the bands means that we can’t always cover as much ground as we would like. We’re offering these workshops to both regular attenders and to new people who want to see what Fen Jam is all about. There’s also an opportunity to form bands, find out about recording sessions and showcase gigs.’
